Process for requesting support, advice or funding 

Support, advice and funding can be applied for following targeted intervention using existing resources (the enabling environment document, – Shropshire’s early speech and language development chart and person-centred plan), giving a clear understanding of child’s needs and or concerns including any advice from other professionals. 
For children who require funding to access a setting due to a significant need, please send any reports/advice you have with the application form.

Little or no progress made will require a review with the setting, the EY team,thr parents and others involved.
