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Our action plan: 1

Provide local, high-quality, services that include 
everyone.

Improve support at every step. 

Make sure that children and young people's 
emotional health and mental wellbeing is always 
looked after, for all ages.
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Our action plan: 2

Make sure we identify needs early and provide the 
right help at the right time. 

This includes reducing waiting times for speech and 
language therapy and assessments for 
neurodiversity.
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Our action plan: 3

Enable children and young people to communicate 
confidently, have a say in decisions, and feel seen, 
listened to and valued as members of their 
community.
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Our action plan: 4

Make sure that children and young people who 
need it, can have somewhere different to go for 
their learning that is supportive. This is called an 
alternative provision offer.
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Our action plan: 5

Develop a system where everyone works together. 
This means getting better at co-
production, communication and involving families 
and professionals from all services. 

Ensure that good quality EHC plans and annual 
reviews are finished on time.
