This is a demanding role for a senior professional with the experience and confidence to assess complex, high profile - and potentially risky - projects. Ideally, development appraisers should be Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors (RICS) registered practitioners with experience of undertaking development appraisals on similar projects.
