Parish Council comments remain unchanged
since we were last consulted in 2016. We object
to the removal of the payphone on the grounds
that: mobile telephone coverage is extremely
poor in Cound; we have a high number of
tourist, especially for the snowdrop walk; and
the distance of the next nearest payphone.
Investigations are also under way to see if it is
feasible to adopt the kiosk and use it to house
an additional defibrillator in it. There are
several consideration that need to be addressed
primarily getting a suitable power supply to the
‘phone kiosk. Therefore we do not want BT to
decommission the ‘phone box until our
