• an interest in books, libraries and reading;

CVs and job applications; 
• the opportunity to meet others in the local community.

There are a variety of opportunities throughout the year.

Where will I be volunteering? You would normally be able to volunteer in a library or 
virtually using digital devices. 

Who will be there with me? Library staff and other activity and event volunteers.
